Marilyn Monroe Becomes

Bride of Joe DiMaggio

Film Actress and Former Baseball Star
_Wed Before Happy Throng in San Francisco

SAN FRANCISCO. Jan. 14 ()
Miss Marilyn Monroe of the
monvies became the bride of for-
mer Baseball Star Joe DiMaggio
today in a civil ceremony which
drew nearly 500 spectators.

Presiding Municipal Judge
Charles S. Peery performed the
ceremony in his City Hall cham-
bers on the Plaza famed for its
pigeons, .

The bride was radiant as sh
exchanged the vows with the
blushing DiMaggio.

The good-natured throng de-
layerd the ceremony for several
minutes because an official with
the marriage license had diffi-
culty pushing his way into the
judge’s chambers.

Judge Calls for Quiet

Ju?lge Peery called “quiet”
as he prepared to hegin the

The crowd took up the cry,
“shssging” those who were talk-
ing.

As silence settled over the
seene, Jwdge Peery hegan the
simple single-ring ceremony at
1240 pam.

It was quiet until word came
that they were married. Then
it turned almost into a mob
scene as everyone elhowed for
a ringside spot as the couple
came ouf,

Joe kissed Marilyn, snmewhat
hashfully but very well, for
the photographers. He did it
repeatedly without ton much
urging.

Joe's best man was Reno
Rarsacchani, manager of Joe's
restaurant on f{amed Fisher.
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man’s Wharf. The matron of!
honor was Mrs. Barsacchani.

Frank (Lefty) O'Doul, who
gave Joe his basehall start with
the Sau Francisco Seals years,
ago when Joe was an awkward|
youngster, also attended the!
ceremony with Mrs. O'Doul as;
did Mr. and Mrs, Tom Dimag-
gio (the brotherss capitalize
their names ditferently).

“We are hoth very happy,”
the actress said as she and Joe
waited for the ceremony to he-
gin. .
Joe nodded a happy assent.
He wore a blue suit while Miss
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Monroe was attired in a dark
brown hroadcloth suit, with a
broad ermine collar.

_She carrled three white
orchids, and did not wear a hat.

Exit Blocked

After the ceremony, the new-
Jyweds tried to leave through
a reav entrance to the City Hall.
But the large crowd surged hap-
pily but in orderly manner to-
ward them.

They had to <tmggle to get
out of the building.

1t was the second marriage
for each, Miss Monroe was mar-
ried at 15 to James Dougherty,
now a policeman in Van Nuys.
Her studin says it “was a short-
lived marriage which she pre-
fers to farget.”

Joe was divorced {rom Dor-
othy Arnold, a film actress.
They had one son.

O'Doul and Barsacchanl fin-
ally opened a way through the
crowd for the newlyweds and
they climbed into their auto-
mobile and drove away.

Ceremony Delay
The ceremony today was de-
layed while Deputy Clerk David
Dunne sent for a tvpewnter on
which to make out the marriage
license.
On the marriage license Marl-

Iyn gave her age as 25. Joe's
was listed as 39.

Miss Monroe slgned it first,
and then Joe affixed his name.

The rogm was stuffy and
Judge Peery “himself opened a
window.

Joe declined to say where
they would spend their honey-
moon,

“We are just driving” he
sald, “We got a lot of miles to
put behind us.”

Plan to Live in North

He indicated they plan to
make their home in San Fran.
cisco, going to Hollwood when.
ever Marilyn has a picture to
make. But Marilyn said she has
no plans for movies now. .

In an effort 1o keep thelr
much-talked-about but unan.
nounced werdding plans secret,
the film star and.the former
Yankee baseball slugger didn’t
even led the judge know he was
to perform the ceremony until
early this afternoon.

Yet by the time they were
married the crowd wds so thick
that DiMaggio, aided by Bar-
socchini and 0'Doul, had to el-
bow a pathway for Marilyn to
the elevator,

Miss Monroe and DiMaggio
have been virtually hiding out
here for more than a week, pri-

marily to keep thelr marriage
plans secret,

Judge Peery was called from
a Bar Association luncheon io-
day by Rarsocchini, whom he
has known for years, and asked
te perform the ceremony.

The wedding party had
searcely arrived hefore the
crowd gathered, Nobody seems
ta know where they all came
from. First the cameramen and
reporters. Then the City Hall
attaches. And finally—just peo-
ple.

Communication between the
crowd and the wedding scene
was through reporters standing
on a desk in the judge's outer
office peering over a transom.

Judge Peery sald later that
he had missed a golden oppor-
tunity as he finished the cere-
mony.

“I, forgot to kiss the bride”
hé said, “And I'm sorry.”

Word ‘Obey’ Dropped -

‘The judge said the single:ring
ceremony was no different from
other marriages he has ' per-
formed. Marilyn. promised to
“love, honor and cherish,” fol-
lowing the modern fashion of
eliminating the word “obey.”

The marriage followed a two-
year romance which Marilyn
said began when she mot the
Yankee Clipper “on a blind date
in Tos Angeles"”
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
